ExpandED’s Pathways Fellowship seeks to diversify New York
City’s teaching workforce by helping aspiring BIPOC teachers
prepare for success in the classroom. College juniors, seniors
and recent graduates are eligible for the program, which
combines mentorship, professional development workshops,
and a 10-month paid afterschool practicum.

This year’s program consists of 13 fellows pursuing general education. Below members of
the Pathways Class of 2022-23 describe why they believe it is important to increase
the number of BIPOC teachers in NYC and their goals as future teachers.

Why is it important for people of color to enter teaching?

Students of color do better academically and are more likely to

graduate and go to college if some of their teachers look like
- them. Research shows that black teachers tend to have higher

expectations for black students. Research also suggests that
white students show improved problem-solving, critical
thinking, and creativity when they have teachers of color.

profound empathy and positivity to my teaching as a special
education educator.
